Cause for Hope:  Disconnected from Others; Disconnected from God 
Issue:
In this day and age, we often get caught up in technology – whether it’s social media like Facebook and Twitter or texting on our phones.  Although these technological advancements make life easier for us, we can sometimes become too dependent on them.  Yes, at times, it’s great to be able to communicate with someone hundreds of miles away via the internet, but what about the lost art of writing a letter, of meeting someone face-to-face – of actually sitting down to have a discussion?  As the mark of modernity becomes more prevalent, an increasing number of people seem to be disconnected from each other and from God.  In 1992, Fr. Hurlbert (current pastor at St. Alphonsus) wrote an article entitled “Feeling Good, Feeling God.”  In this reflection, Fr. Hurlbert contends that it’s hard to know God or feel good about God if we don’t enjoy good friendships or relationships – if we don’t feel loved, wanted, appreciated, and known.  He says, “People who feel isolated have a tough time feeling good about themselves.  Without someone or someones who know us inside and out and accept us as we are, it’s hard to feel good about ourselves.  And if we don’t feel good about ourselves, it’s hard to feel good about God.”  With this in mind, and realizing that there are people who don’t have God in their lives, we must ask ourselves: how do we make others feel good about themselves?  How do we bring the love of Christ back to them?
 
Response:
Priests are pillars of the community; they are positive role models, they are our spiritual fathers.   By listening to the Gospel, by listening to their homilies, we continue to be nourished by knowledge, truth, and wisdom; we continue to hear messages like the one above; we continue to gain insight into areas of our life that may need a little fixing.  Through their humility and selflessness, they inspire us to be better disciples of Christ; they bring us the Eucharist; they help us to remain in God’s love.  And because of all this and more, we owe them our thanks and gratitude.  So please continue to pray for priests and all religious because they are truly a source of hope.  By supporting them and their efforts, we are taking action; we are contributing to the well-being of others; we are making a difference!  
Like priests, we, as Catholics, are called to be good ambassadors of Christ, and one way we can do this is by treating others the way we want to be treated.  Although it’s not always easy; although it requires patience, we should continuously strive to be better listeners.  We should also be more supportive of others and resist the tendency to pass judgment.  So let’s try to give praise when it’s merited and let our friends know that they are appreciated.  Let’s make it a habit to be kind, compassionate, and accepting of our sisters and brothers; let’s bring to our neighbors the love of Christ through tangible experiences: that is, showing them love, not just saying it.  And please remember to pray for all those who are in need – who are suffering in mind, body, and soul: that they may be comforted and reconnected to our Loving God.

Man Is Not Autonomous – (Excerpts from LifeSiteNews.com)   In his May 10 Homily at the opening Mass for Life at Notre Dame Cathedral in Ottawa, Canada, Archbishop Prendergast pointed out that current culture tends to prize our individuality as a false sense of autonomy over relationships, community engagement and duty; and in the abortion debate, individual autonomy is often at the core of discussion. “You’ve heard the slogan ‘my body, my choice’ offered as a discussion ending argument. But this is a false sense of personhood.” “God made us for relationships within and with one another. Our choices affect not only our lives, but also those of our family, our friends and the larger community. Our decisions have an impact beyond the limits of our own bodies, our own selves.” He quoted the great Catholic social activist Dorothy Day who said, “We have all known the long loneliness and we have learned that the only solution is love, and that love comes with community.” Expanding on this theme, the Archbishop explained, “The true measure of personhood is not the degree of our autonomy; the true measure is our service, in love to God, found in the needs of our neighbor.” “Who is our neighbor?” the archbishop asked: “the poor, the marginalized, the suffering, the defenseless, and yes, even those invisible in the womb.” “To be a fully actualized human being is not to be autonomous. Rather, to be fully human is to be in communion with God and our sisters and brothers in the mystical body of Christ. We are not made to be solitary individuals.
