Update on Church Window Repair
The entire exterior work for our church window repair and broken stained glasses have completed.  The rotten sills were replaced; window frames were fixed and painted; and protective glasses were replaced; and new screens were installed for all the moon shaped windows.  With new technology, the newly installed protective glasses not only protect the stained glasses, but the wood frames as well.  It prevents possible damages caused by dust, sunlight, and rainwater.  Many of you have remarked to me on how beautiful our Church windows look from outside. We are pleased with the job that our chosen contractor has done for us.  Unfortunately, this is not the end of this project.  As with fixing up any old windows, there is a higher chance of a surprise. I was told that there are a few moon shaped top window frames that need to be replaced. This calls for a second phase of the project.  This will increase our cost.  We are waiting for the proposal.  We hope to have it done as soon as possible. I will keep you posted.  Thanks to all who have contributed to this project.  Those who are thinking to make a donation to this cause, you may still do so.  Your generosity helps us to preserve our treasured stained glasses for the next generation of the faithful disciples of Jesus Christ at St. Therese.

 Questions & Reflections on Sunday Mass

When is it considered to be late for Mass?  Or to leave too early?
 
Sunday Mass is not something we do just to cross a task off our to-do list for God.  Rather, it is fuel for our lives; we become enriched with God’s Word in the Scripture, and God’s presence in the Eucharist.  Each part is vital to nourishing the community of faith.  The Liturgy of the Word challenges us and teaches us, preparing us to receive the Eucharist with inspired hearts.  In order to model Christ, we must first come to know Christ.  On the reverse, we cannot model Christ, no matter how well we may know His teachings, without His help.  Through the Liturgy of the Eucharist, we are consecrated as a community into the living Body of Christ sent forth to serve the world.  Every hymn sung and prayer recited for the day is based on a specific theme of the liturgy to enhance this message.  
 
As such, it is important to view Mass as one experience of community prayer and inspiration, from the opening hymn through to the closing hymn.  In fact, it is ideal to come to Mass early to have a few moments to center ourselves, calm our busy minds, and spend time in individual prayer to prepare ourselves for listening to the message of the liturgy.
 
That being said, we are human, and things happen.  We have emergency calls, we can’t find our keys, the traffic is worse than we expected.  In those moments, it is certainly better to enter Mass five minutes late than not to attend at all.  There is no specific doctrine of the Church on when it is too late to come to Mass or too early to leave; it is left up to the discretion of the Pastor.  For some, there is no specific limit.  Leaving early once for an emergency is understandable; leaving habitually after Communion because you’ve received “the important part” diminishes the Mass experience.  The important thing to remember is to attempt to attend the Mass in its entirety to receive the full experience of prayer.
