                          “Being Faithful” 
Here in Chicago, we have been watching the Cubs.  One of the qualities of the players is that they are 
willing to do all that it takes to win.  Then they celebrate with great exuberance and enthusiasm!  No 
matter how they may appear to others they, express their joy in jumping and running and hugging the 
other players.  
 

In the Gospel today, we meet Zacchaeus.  Being small in stature, he is not able to see Jesus in the crowd.  
His desire and curiosity make him climb a tree along the roadside, in order to see.  It could be strange 
and possibly embracing to see a grown man up in a tree, straining to see Jesus.  He does not care what 
others think.  He has one goal.  Despite everything he will accomplish it. 
 

Zacchaeus was “seeking to see who Jesus was.”  He was seeking.  From the story we can guess this was 
not the first time he tried to see Jesus.  He already knew that he would always be in the back of the 
crowd because of his size.  He did not care what others thought of him.  He did not care that they might 
laugh at him.  He was determined to see Jesus and climbing the tree seemed the best and perhaps the 
only solution.  His great desire overcame any embarrassment he might have to face.  Later at the dinner 
he gave for Jesus, he proclaims giving away half of all he had to the poor and acting justly toward those 
he cheated.  What a change! 
 

We too are seekers of Jesus.  How much do you want to be close to Jesus?  Do you care what others say 
when you try to live your faith?  Do you make sacrifices, sometimes even be embraced because you 
want to seek, find, be with, and be like, Jesus?   God gives the grace.  Will you follow this deep desire like 
Zacchaeus?

Through centers across the United States, 
it provides aid to women with crisis pregnancies, including extended post-delivery care for moth-
er and child, and adoption services for mothers who cannot give their children the care and up-
bringing they want for them. It offers compassion and forgiveness through the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation. Locally, 64 parishes of the archdiocese of Chicago have ministries and active out-
reach programs for women contemplating or having gone through abortion.
