RESPECT LIFE CORNER 

Go Tell It Everyday 
 

The 1990 encyclical Redemptoris Missio meditates on the permanent mission of the Church to evange-
lize. In it St. John Paul says every person “has the right to hear the ‘Good News’ of the God who reveals 
and gives himself in Christ” (¶46), and all Christians share responsibility for the telling by which the world 
hears about Christ (¶¶71, 77). The telling is to be to the unchurched as well as to the churched who have 
fallen away. It is to be in the global South which struggles with material poverty and underdevelopment 
as well as in the global North which is prone to “moral and spiritual poverty” caused by overdevelop-
ment, for an “excess of affluence is as harmful as excessive poverty” (¶59). Development in the mission-
ary sense is not about “things.” It is about a spiritual formation which leads to conversion of heart and in 
that way produces authentic material development. “*A+ people’s development does not derive primari-
ly from money, material assistance or technological means, but from the formation of  consciences and 
the gradual maturing of ways of thinking and patterns of behavior. Man is the principal agent of devel-
opment, not money or technology. The Church forms consciences by revealing to peoples the God 
whom they seek and do not yet know, the grandeur of man created in God’s image and loved by him, 
the equality of all men and women as God’s sons and daughters, the mastery of man over      nature cre-
ated by God and placed at man’s service, and the obligation to work for the development of the whole 
person and of all mankind.” (¶58) For most of us laity, missionary work consists of daily      witness radi-
ant of love of God and neighbor – in our families, places of work and recreation, and in our engagement 
in temporal affairs. It is all about how we treat others (and ourselves) as children of God. Our effective 
participation in this apostolate of daily witness is the only way many unchurched will ever hear the Gos-
pel and know Christ (¶71). Let us ponder about this during Advent, and experience the  Gospel’s promise 
that efforts to witness Christ to others bring us happiness and fulfillment.

“COME, LORD JESUS”  by Sister Caritas 

 

If we listen to the radio and watch TV, we hear all kinds of opinions and statements.  When we go 
on social media, twitter or Wikipedia, we get all kinds of information and statements, some which 
are not true.  We have to be careful what we accept.  We do not want to build our lives on lies. 
 

The Gospel today speaks of “a voice crying out in the desert.”  It is a voice foretold by the prophet.  
The voice is clear and direct.  It tells us, “Prepare His way, make strait His path.”  When we give 
directions to someone to come to our homes, we try to give them the most direct and clear direc-
tives so they will reach us easily.  Jesus often calls out to us in the signs of the times in the voices of 
our friends or family members, or through prayer and scripture and through the directives of our 
Church.  We do not live always with a clear, open heart, ready to listen and follow the words or 
requests of God.  
 

We are called to prepare for this coming of Jesus, born anew in our lives, in our hearts.  What one 
thing can you do this Advent, these next three weeks, to prepare for the coming of Jesus in your 
life right now?  Would you take time to listen more closely to the voice of Jesus coming through 
scripture and in prayer?  Would you be willing to come to Mass on a few more days besides Sun-
day?  What will you do these weeks to make yourself, your spiritual self, be open to Jesus in your 
life, in your heart, in your relationships, in your everyday actions?  NOW IS THE TIME.  Come Lord 
Jesus, transform us.
