To some extent they become active in our daily
lives. God's urgings help us be good people. God, the Holy Spirit interrupts our interior self-
conversation with the idea to help someone, to pray for someone, to do some good action.

When we receive the sacrament of Confirmation, these gifts are increased in us especially wis-
dom, understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord. It has been my
experience that many times | am asked a question and | find | know the right words or answer for the
person asking the question. Afterward | reflect and wonder how | knew that information or answer.
Perhaps | have never thought of this before. To me, it is the work of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit
nudges us, show us ways to act at the best moment in the best way. The Holy Spirit helps us to pray,
showing us things to pray for and gradually teaching us different ways to pray. Jesus promised us the
Holy Spirit. Confirmation especially, known as the Sacrament of the Holy Spirit, fills us with these spe-
cial gifts. We are enabled and encouraged to respond to the guidance of the Holy Spirit. Follow the
Spirit's lead. It will help you to daily act more and more like Jesus.
