Today’s Gospel includes three “lost and found” parables. They all remind us of God’s mercy.

“Look, all these years I served you and not once did I disobey your orders; yet you never gave
me even a young goat to feast on with my friends.” This is why the older son needs conversion;
dowe?

The Good News is that our loving Father is merciful: “everything I have is yours.” God is
generous to all. Indeed, everything in life is a gift from God, even when it is not obvious to us
that our relationship with Jesus has strayed. It is the blessings the Holy Spirit granted us this
past week that so lovingly help to bring us back to enrich our relationship with our God. So,
let’s strive to be merciful to one another as our heavenly Father is to us.

Alive Again—By Sr. Caritas
Sometimes in our lives we do things that hurt others and we need to ask for forgiveness. We can make serious mistakes in
important relationships and we know we need forgiveness. The process of coming to the point of going to the person and
saying we are sorry and want to be forgiven can be a long process. We wonder, will the person forgive us? Will they take
us back and still be our friend? It is even harder when the event has not been deliberate. We have, it seems, done some-
thing and we don’t know what we have done that has offended our friend. Taking the steps back to the person without
assurance that we will be welcomed is difficult

The first reading today tells of God’s anger with His chosen people. They have made a calf of gold and are worshiping it.
God tells Moses, to go to the people. God is about to punish the people but Moses pleads with God to spare them. God
hears Moses and does not punish the people. God is merciful and forgiving. St. Paul, in the second reading, tells of God’s
great mercy and forgiveness given to him over and over. God is generous and loving, “slow to anger and abounding in
kindness.”

The Gospel today is the well-known passage of the story of the Prodigal Son. Despite his sinfulness, the son returns to his
father. He makes the long trip back home and the journey of forgiveness acknowledging all that he has done wrong. He
does not hesitate to come back to his father. He knows his father loves both of his sons. The Father embraces him and
says he is alive, no longer dead. That is the welcome of God , our heavenly Father. He will always welcome us home.

The other son in the story is angry with his father and describes all he has done and what the father has not done. He is
eager to point to the son not as a forgiven brother but as a bad, sinful person, unworthy of the father’s love. The father
does not love the wayward son because he is worthy of his love. The Pharisees and Scribes, for whom Jesus is telling this
story, seem much like the second son. Jesus is willing to eat with the tax collectors and sinners whom the Scribes and
Pharisees condemn. They want to condemn Jesus for being with “such people.” Jesus does not condemn but gives them
an opportunity to again draw closer to God. Jesus shows the Father’s love and mercy. Which son are you like? Do you
believe God is merciful and loving, always willing to forgive? Will you be like Jesus and His Father?



Respect Life Corner
“Youth Death Rates from Drugs and Alcohol Soar” — That’s the headline of a recent communiqué from Natu-
ral High, a 25 year old, highly successful national, private sector prevention program (See https://
naturalhigh.org). The communication explains: “The Trust for America’s Health just issued an alarming report
which shows that death rates among 18 - 34 year olds from drugs, alcohol, and suicide have soared 400% in
20 years. In fact, more people died from drugs, alcohol, and suicide than from HIV, car crashes and guns com-
bined.” Related data are no less distressing: “These stunning numbers are largely due to the opioid crisis that
has gripped our nation. But it’s not just opiates — the same age group has seen a 69% rise in alcohol related
deaths over the past decade, and a 35% rise in suicide, which is often alcohol or drug-fueled.” And there’s
more: “In fact, according to studies, over 50% of all suicides are associated with alcohol and drug depend-
ence and at least 25% of alcoholics and drug addicts commit suicide. Over 70% of adolescent suicides may be
complicated by drug and alcohol use and dependence.” These figures bespeak real tragedies which touch
many of us in the pews personally. They belie the divine image in which the Creator has fashioned our young
people. We parents can do better. We can give better example. We can teach life lessons we’ve learned from
our own mistakes. We can focus on cultural hazards and call them out for our kids. We can reclaim our God
given roles as first teachers of our children and not relinquish their formation to others, especially those
whose values clash with ours. We can encourage, model discipline and hard work to our children. We don’t
need to fit in. We don’t need to be trendy. What we do need is to love. That may mean being politically in-
correct but that’s what tough love often requires. Alcohol and drugs just shouldn’t be our kids’ friends. The
founder of Natural High lost two brothers to drugs. It's personal to him and should be to us parents. How
ironic that states like lllinois are congratulating themselves for legalizing recreational marijuana while the
Surgeon General and Secretary of Health and Human Services are warning against marijuana use by adoles-
cents (https://www.hhs.gov/surgeongeneral/reports-and-publications/addiction-and-substance-misuse/
advisory-on-marijuana-use-and-developing-brain/index.html). Moms and dads, we need to unmix the mes-
sage for our young.
